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MYTHOLOGY 101

Mythology began when primitive
man desired to explain a universe he did
not understand. He created stories about
everything that puzzled him, such as the
appearance and disappearance of the stars,
the moon, and the sun. Therefore,
mythology represents man’s first attempt
at science, at finding-out who made the
universe, and at establishing a relation to
"The Maker", God.

As man’s knowledge and
understanding grew, man's ideas of God
developed and changed. The idea of one
god did not always exist: our ancestors
believed in many gods. They believed that
a spirit, which they named and
worshipped, induced each natural
phenomenon.

For menwho lived in very ancient
times, everything had a life of its own: not
only the forces of nature, but stones, trees,
and even man made objects, because such
things help humans. In fairy tales, chairs
and tables talk. These stories derive from
religious beliefs from the time when man
thought everything was given the same
five senses that he had, and that everything

Primitive man felt animals were
more powerful than he was and could
therefore protect him from all that he
feared. As a result of these beliefs, images
worshipped by man in primitive times were
often shaped as animals: the Egyptian gods
had bodies of men but the heads of lions
or cats, and the Aztecs of Mexico
worshipped monsters in the shape of
feathered serpents.

When men banded together to
build towns, cities, and nations, they
established laws for the welfare of everyone.
Theyalso broughttheir beliefs together and
created a religion. They gave each god a
name and described the extent of their
powers. From the worship of these gods
derived standards of wrong and right, so
that codes of honour and behaviour
developed.

The mythologies of the world tell
the tales of the ways of nature, the history
of the earth, the way in which life was
sustained. It is fascinating how the
mythologies of people in separate sections
of the earth are strikingly similar.

Greek mythology existed as a

great part of our language, our ideas of
beauty, and some of the most beautiful
poetic stories of our literature derive from
Greek mythology.

Greek mythology resembles other
mythologies in that the forces of nature
were given personalities and were
worshipped; however, there is no worship
of animals. Their gods were portrayed as
being like men and women, only more
heroic in stature and more perfect in
beauty. The Greeks also gave their gods
some human characteristics. The godswere
jealous and envious; they were not all
loving, norall kind. Only Zeus, the greatest
ofallgods, was deemed as being "The Just".

Roman mythology is borrowed
from the Greeks. When Rome conquered
Greece, the Romans took-in the Greek
gods. They changed the names of most of
them and combined them with gods of
their own. The Romans renamed the twelve
Olympians, but two of them, Pluto and
Apollo kept their names.

Dionysus: The Godof Fcstacy

Of all the gods of Roman and
Greek mythology, Dionysos(also called
Bakkhos and Lakkhos) is certainly one
of the most interesting. Many plays have
been written about him and much lit-
erature has tried to analyse his “raison
d’étre”. This article will try to at least
touch the surface of the tumultuous
existance of Dionysos by dissecting one
of the many plays written about him.
Euripedes’ Bakkhai, deals with this
complexe god, and tries to
reveal certain elements per-
taining to social status in
Ancient Greek society
through a fictitious(or
partly fictitious) plot.

Son of Zeus and his
secret mistress Semele(a
mortal from Thebes),
Dionysos was initially
aborted by his mother.
Zeus had felt pity for the fe-
tus so he pressed it into his
thigh until it was time for
the baby to be born. So
Dionysos was born from his
father’s body, with horns
on his head and snakes
writhing in his hair.

No one in Thebes be-
lieved the fact that
Dionysos was part-man,
part-god. Especially not
Semele’s sisters, until
they(and all other women of
Thebes)were said to have been driven
mad by Zeus’ illigitimate child.

Insane and crazed, the women left
their homes and ran up to the moun-
tains at night, to frenziedly worship
their newly beloved god. Something
that rendered the Theban men, and
most of all king Pentheus, absolutely fu-
rious; hence the king sent out his thugs
to capture Dionysos.

When he was brought in front of
the king, Dionysos tried to seduce him.
Snapping out of the trance, Pentheus
had the prisoner’s hair cut off and threw
him in jail.

As god of vengeance, Dionysos
first caused an earthquake that de-

stroyed the prison holding him. As Lord
of emotions, he drove the king mad and
enticed him into becoming a transves—
tite, to spy on the women during their
nightly escapades into the mountains.
However, this was all a machina-
tion, because as soon as the king was
led out of the city, Dionysos set Pentheus
up in atree and summoned the pack of
Mad Women to kill and dismember him.
The mother of the king, Aguae, led the

attack and then returned to the city with
her son’s head. Suddenly regaining her
sanity, she reels in agony at what she
has done, when Dionysos appears to her
out of nowhere, furious, and bannishes
her immediately.

Two important rites practiced
nightly by the Theban women were the
mountain dancing and the raw-flesh
sacrifices. They represent, in a certain
way, “the throbbing for release against
the arbitrary restraints of conventional
behavior and values.” A sort of feminism
born amidst the patriarchal mode! in~
stilled in Ancient Greece and Rome at
that period in time. Somehow, the
“madness of Dionysos” enabled Theban
women to come together and feel their

solidarity and power, independant from
the control of men. Even at the physical
level, Dionysos is portrayed as being
“effeminate” and “seductive”, two
terms pertaining to women.

The complexity of Dionysos is par-
ticularly interesting to study. The god
possesses two faces: a benignh one he
shows to those who worship him and
adhere to his rituals; in paradox, to those
who reject him, he shows his face of

destruction and death.

Women’s status in An—
cient Greece left much to
be desired. They had no
right of any kind, were
kept in guarded seclusion
within the innermost
chambers of the house,
and were absolutely for-
bidden education beyond
the skills necessary for
housekeeping. They had
neither the right to decide
whom to marry, nor the
right to possess any prop-
erty of their own. Basi~
cally, they were non-per-
sons.

froni-
cally, concubines, ex-
slaves, and prostitutes had
complete freedom, were
sexually and economically
independent, and were often very well
educated. The “madness of Dionysos”,
inflicted upon the women, was able to
free them of the patriarchally imposed
definitions of self, womanhood, and san-
ity.

Another element, transvestite
practices, is certainly a matter for dis-
cussion. These practices were long as-
sociated with Dionysian religion in An-
tiquity and were mostly accepted in so-
ciety as legitimate. In plays, for example,
women'’s roles were always taken on by
men.

“Dionysos born of Semele in more
recent times was quite soft and delicate
of bodly, by far excelling others in beauty

Revisionist Lowry Leaves
Post

WATERTOWN, Mass.—The Armenian
National Committee of the Eastern
United States learned that long-time
Armenian Genocide revisionist Prof.
Heath Lowry has stepped down as the
Chairman of the Near Eastern Stud-
ies at Princeton University, however
still maintaining his post as Ataturk
Professor of Ottoman and Near East-
ern Studies.

Since his appointment three
years ago, scores of leading American
academics and Genocide scholars
have consistently protested Lowry’s as
an “academic mercenary” for the
Turkish government.

The Armenian American com-
munity, led by the ANC, forcefully
protested his appointment, confront-
ing Lowry at speaking engagements,
organizing a series of letter-writing
campaigns, and regularly calling
upon Princeton University to end its
association with Lowry.

Prior to his appointment at
Princeton, Lowry was Executive Direc~
tor of the Institute for Turkish Stud-
ies, a Washington-based lobbying op-
eration funded by the Turkish govern-
ment.

The controversy regarding his
academic integrity heated up in
Spring of 1995 with the publication
of an article in the Journal of Geno-
cide and Holocaust Studies which re-
vealed that, while at ITS, he had ac-
tively conspired with the Turkish Em-
bassy in Washington to discredit
scholarship on the Genocide.

Turkish Court Rules in
Favor of Dadrian’s Book

ISTANBUL—The Eighth Penal Section

of Turkey’s Supreme Court has up-
held, by a three to two majority deci-
sion, the findings of the No. 5 State
Security Court of Istanbul, acquitting
the publisher of Professor Vahakn
Dadrian’s genocide volume of charges
it violated clause 2 of Article 312 of
Turkey’s Penal Code, which prohibits
“the fomenting among the peoples
of Turkey feelings of rancor and en-
mity based on differences of class,
religion, creed and race.”

As a result of the high court’s find-
ings, Dadrian’s work, which was a le-
gal analysis of the World War | Arme-
nian Genocide which appeared as a
monograph in the Vol. 14, No. 2
Summer 1989 issue of Yale Journal of
International Law, will no longer be
prohibited from distribution and sale
in Turkey.

After deliberating on the case for
the past 10 months, the panel of
judges, by a majority decision, upheld
the lower courts’ original acquittal
verdict, explaining that “the book
bears the title of Genocide as a Prob-
lem of National and international Law
and is centered around the theme
that the Armenians of the Ottoman
Empire were subjected to a genocide
that was both premeditated and cen-
trally planned.”

ARF Youth Takes Part in
Socialist Youth
International

ATHENS—A delegation of the Arme~
nian Revolutionary Federation Youth
Organization attended the annual
conference of the Mediterranean re-
gion of the Socialist Youth Interna-
tional, which took place in Athens last
week.

The conference discussed several
issues pertaining to the Mediterra-
nean and evaluated Turkey’s refations

and initiated obstacles in the Medi-
terranean and the Balkans. The ARF
Youth delegation discussed its postur-
ing on issues, which were generally
approved by the conference, which
decided to address the Armenian,
Greek, Cypriot and Turkish questions
atits next session.

The ARF Youth organization was
officially approved as an observer
member of the Socialist Youth orga-
nization, after last fall’s membership
of the ARF in Socialist International.

Criminal Code Guidelines
Approved

YEREVAN (Noyan Tapan)—Armenia’s
National Assembly passed the bill on
the general part of Armenia’s Crimi-
nal Code.

The bill states that Armenia will no
fonger exile, deport, publicly censure
or put to death any person convicted
of any crime. The new law will only
allow Armenia’s courts to fine, dispos—
sess the right to be at a certain post
or engage in definite activity, deprive
a person of a special or military rank,
limit his or her freedom, arrest, con-
fiscate property and/or imprison for
life.

Opponents want crimes like premedi-
tated murder or murder with aggra-
vating circumstances to be punish-
able by death.

Kocharian Appoints Two
Deputy Education and
Sciences Minister

YEREVAN (Noyan Tapan)—Armenia’s
Prime Minister Robert Kocharian is-
sued a decree on Tuesday appointing
Levon Galstian and Hrachia Assatrian
as deputy ministers of education and
sciences.

APRIL 4, 1997
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Lebanese Parliament
Passes Genocide
Resolution

BEIRUT—The Lebanese Parliament
unanimously approved a resolution
Thursday, calling for the commemora-
tion of the 82nd anniversary of the Ar-
menian Genocide perpetrated by the
Ottoman Turkish government at the
beginning of the century.

The resolution, which was the re-
sult of efforts put forth by the Arme-
nian bloc of the parliament, is the first
step toward a complete recognition of
the Armenian Genocide by the Leba-
nese government, and the subsequent
condemnation of relentless Turkish de-
nial tactics.

The resolution, presented by the
parliament executive, calls on all Leba-
nese citizens to “unite with the Arme-
nian people on April 24" in commemo-
rating the atrocities of 1915-1923.

APRIL 7, 1997

Levon Aronian Victor in
Kasparov’'s Cup
Championships

YEREVAN (Azg daily)—Second stage of
the Kasparov’s Cup championship fin-
ished in Moscow with the success of
the young Armenian team. Armenian
youngster Levon Aronianwon the cup.
During the championship, Levon won
7 games, made two draws, and lost no
games. Thus, he gained 8 points out
of possible 9—two points ahead of his
competitors.

Participation of the Armenian
team was sponsored by mayor of
Yerevan Vano Siradeghian. Aronian is
also sponsored by the Minister of Com-
munications Grigor Poghpatian.

APRIL10, 1997

YEREVAN (Noyan Tapan)—The number
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of reported HIV infections has risen by
as much as 27 percent in the last four
months.

According to the Republic’s Cen-
ter for AIDS Control, Lev Zohrabyan,
the number of cases rose from 26 last
December to 33 by April 1. Zohrabyan
said that such an abruptincrease in the
number of cases reported is attributed
to the lack of financing for the Center’s
programs. Zohrabyan noted that un-
like other states, none of the AIDS pro-
grams in Armenia are sponsored by in-
ternational organizations, and the gov-
ernment support and assistance is too
little.

Based on data collected by the Center,
“Armenia stands to face a mass out-
burst of AIDS at any time.”

The country is not prepared for
that danger, accurate testing is almost
non-existent and the necessary medici-
nal supplies are lacking.

APRIL11,1997

American Companies
Express Interest in
Investing in Armenia

YEREVAN (Noyan Tapan)—As a result
of an Armenian delegation’s recent visit
to the US, two American investment
companies, NRG Energy and Synergics,
showed interest in Armenia’s power
sector.

As reported by Dean White, head
of the Armenian office of the American
Hagler Bailly energy consulting com~
pany, these companies made inquiries
about the laws and situation in
Armenia’s power sector.

The main purpose of the inquiry
was to learn the conditions needed for
private investment in Armenia’s power
system. The delegation had meetings
with representatives of the World Bank,
in particular, International Financial
Corporation and presented Armenian
government’s strategy toward the
Republic’s power sector and informa-

tion about reforms in that sphere.

An agreement was reached on
World Bank technical aid for Armenia
to prepare privatization strategy and
present it before the international in-
vestment society.

APRIL 14,1997

ARF Leader Albert Ajemian
Denied Entry Visa to
Armenia

TEHRAN (Alik)—An entry visa request
by former Armenian Revolutionary Fed-
eration Bureau member and manager
of the Alik newspaper in Iran Albert
Ajemian was denied by the Armenian
Embassy in Tehran.

Ajemian was appointed by the
Prelacy Executive Council of Tehran to
oversee a joint venture project in
Armenia’s Kapan region where through
contributions from the Armenian-lra-
nian community the construction of a
faucet factory is underway.

Ajemian has traveled to Armenia
on numerous occasions for the afore-
mentioned purpose, and stated that
probably the rejection of the initial ap-
plication was due to the now infamous
“black list” issued by the Armenian For-
eign Ministry which definitively denied
entry to more than 30 prominent ARF
leaders and other mempbers of the com-
munity.

APRIL 15,1997

ARF Bureau Member
Boghikian Denied Entry
Visa to Armenia

YEREVAN (Yerevan News Agency)—Ar-
menian Revolutionary Federation Bu-
reau member Apo Boghikian was de-
nied an entry visa to Armenia, becom-
ing the second prominent ARF leader
in one week to be denied entry into
Armenia.

These slew of rejection comes fol-




lowing a highly-publicized meeting last
week between ARF Bureau members
and Levon Ter-Petrosyan’s representa—
tives, the results of which could be
manifested in these rejections.

Armenia, Azerbaijan to
Cooperate on Air Transit

YEREVAN (Noyan Tapan)—Two new in-
ternational transit air routes, Gumri-
Kars and Sevan-Koutaisi, will traverse
Armenia’s air space, Edward Pilossian,
Chief of the Air Service Department of
Armenia’s Civil Aviation Headquarters
reported.

Pilossian said that three transit air
lines mainly connecting CIS states with
Asian and Middle East countries are cur-
rently traversing Armenia’s air space.
The date of the opening of the new air
routes has already been agreed on with
Turkey and Georgia.

In particular, the Guimri-Kars con-
nection will be put in operation this
sumrmer, which will enable the basic air
line to operate in the direction
Turkmenbashi-Baku-Sevan-Gumri-Kars—
Trabzon and further to Europe.

APRIL16, 1997

Buenos Aires Includes
Genocide in Curriculum

BUENOS AIRES—As a result of the re-
lentless efforts of the Armenian Na-
tional Committee of South America, the
Buenos Aires City Council decided Tues-
day to include the teaching of the Ar-
menian Genocide in the general cur-
riculum for its public schools.

The resolution cited that the Ar-
menian Genocide was the first geno-
cide of the 20th century and added that
since education of human rights was
part of the Buenos Aires Constitution
as part of the general social studies
curriculum, the Genocide should be in-
corporated into the program.
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APRIL17,1997

New South Wales
Parliament Condemns
Genocide

SYDNEY—The New South Wales Par-
liament Thursday unanimously passed
a Motion commemorating and con-
demning the 1915 Genocide of the Ar-
menians by the Ottoman Turkish Gov-
ernment, which began in earnest on
24 April, the eve of the Australia and
New Zealand Army Corps landings in
Gallipoli.

The Motion was moved by the
Opposition Leader, the Peter Collins
Member of Parliament and Queens
Council, who is the Member for
Willoughby. The electorate of
Willoughby contains the largest con-
centration of Australians of Armenian
ancestry. The motion condemns the
Genocide of the Armenians and all
other acts of genocide this century, as
well as all attempts to deny or distort
the historical truth of the Armenian
Genocide.

Armenia To Receive World
Bank Energy
Reform Loan

YEREVAN (Respublica Armenia)—Ac-
cording to Minister of Energy Gagik
Martirosian Armenia is expected to
soon receive a loan for $90 million from
the World Bank for reforms in the en-
ergy sector.

He said that the loan will mainly
serve to improve energy accounting
and conservaticn, as well as gaining
more control over the system.

According to the Minister, the
Nuclear Power Plant will remain a state
enterprise, whereas regional energy

networks, all thermal and hydropower

plants will be privatized.

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and devoted to sexual pleasures.

The idolizing of a god in feminine
attire and with a feminine conduct by
ancient Greeks and Romans profoundly
scandalized Christians, who in turn tried
to convert these pagans. But the asso-
ciation existing between transvestism
and religious practice in ancient societ-
ies was clearly obvious and mostly quite
accepted by worshippers themselves.

Dionysos and his mythical
existance have given birth to three the-
atrical genres: Tragedy, Comedy and
Satyr. Euripedes, among other
playwrites is said to have plunged into
the realities of ancient civilisation to have
fairly represented the myth of Dionysos
through theater, managing to paint an
accurate portrait of patriarchal society
and its underground, and even main-
stream struggles.

This type of vivid recreation of an—
cient society has raised much contro-
versy and has tended to seem offensive
to some conservative patriarchs. The
contempt for women deeply instilled in
this model is discussed avidly in their
play and finds itself seriously challenged
and weakened as a result.

King Pentheus represents exactly
that. He is the arch-rival, represents the

macho, the sexist, and rules over the
“weaker sex”. Adorning himself with
womens’ wear, he feels degraded, as
though experiencing a loss of status.
This does however serve a paradoxal
purpose in the play: to hate women and
what they represent, and yet to “dimin-
ish” one’s self by sporting their clothing
and feeling attracted to an effeminate
representation of man.

Dionysos quickly won a reputation
of having a penchant for homosexual
activities. He came to represent homo-
sexuality in ancient Greece, which is
possible to attest through the study of
ancient Greek and Roman art. Many jars
and vases depict the god with other
naked men in affectionate situations.
Furthermore, “incriminating” artifacts
have also been found in temples, homes,
and markets. However, the assumption
that Dionysos is homosexual is prema-
ture according to some. Dionysos is said
to have carried-on love affairs with
women as well, Still, homosexuality was
an important part of the rituals celebrat-
ing the Lord who returned from the
dead(Dionysos travelled to Hades to
bring back Semele).

Dionysos is an expression of the sensual
joys of life unrestrained by the state and

unchanneled by the patriarchal model.
His primary goal in existance was to “en-
joy". To Pentheus(a narrow-minded,
masculine symbol), Dionysos is a luna-
tic with one goal: to overthrow
civilisation. Proof points to another con-
clusion.

Unfortunately, a few pages are
merely enough to scrape the surface in
understanding the mentality behind the
Dionysos phenomenon. Half-man, half-
god, the effeminate stranger born from
a man descended to Hades and re-
turned, maddened the women of
Thebes with the purpose of liberating
them from conformity and obedience
to a patriarchal law, and promoting all
pleasures as healthy and necessary.

Many books are available on the
subject, as well as many plays depicting
the story and entertaining us in the pro-
cess. Research on this topic should be a
fascinating experience , to say the least...

“Dazed and Confused”) nails down the
20-something philosophy of “l can do
anything  want to as long as | don’t
care about the results” with flawless cin-
ematic accuracy. The plot mostly re-
volves around life and what will be al-
cohol, drugs, parents, rock’ nroll, sex,
and the all American dream.

The setting is a parking lot, in the
back of a 7-11, where seven suburban
friends express their dark, gruesome
views on the present, and look forward
to a different way of life; yet one night
changes the lives of a few, leaves one
with an overdose, and the others back

Requested
or not, the comparisons are inevitable
when one proudly exhibits the last name
of one of the most legendary artists of
the 60s: Bob Dylan.

One cannot help but admire
Jacob's braveness, in surfacing to the
mainstream as Bob Dylan’s successor.
The Wallflowers, with lead singer Jacob
Dylan, whose mere "How you doin’ "
filled The Spectrum with the riotous
screams of the teenage girls lined-up in
front of the stage, opened the show with
"One Headlight"-~the second hit from
their latest album "Bringing Down the
Horse”,

Surprisingly, adolescent girls
were not the only constituents of the
audience. The Wallflowers attracted a
variety of spectators, ranging from the
usual infatuated teeny-boppers, to
curious Bob Dylan fans.

With his good looks--which contribute
greatly to the success of the band--and
wearing his familiar black attire, Jacob
gave the impression of an intellectual
poet. Contrary to my expectations, the
band performed very well.
The interaction between the
band-members and the
audience substituted for the
lack of energy, exhibited by
the band members, which
was only a consequence of
the mellow folk-rock style of
music played by the band.

The crowd
responded with enthusiasm
to a cover version of The
Artist Formerly Known As
Prince‘s "Raspberry Beret",
which brought the concertto
its end.

Hovannes Aivazovsky
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Aivazovskywas born to an Armenian
family in the city of Theodosia in the
Crimea. His fatherwas awell educated man
who knew several oriental languages, and
played a significant part in the commer-
cial life of the town. Unfortunately, the epi-
demic plague that swept Theodosia in
1812 wrecked his business, and when
Aivazovsky was born, the family had fallen
on hard times. Due to these circumstances,
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Aivazovsky was obliged to work in coffee
shops, which lead to his learning of differ-
entoriental languages. He also learned to
play folk melodies on the violin. Soon he
started to draw, but lacking
money to pay for materials, he had
to draw with charcoal on the
whitewashed walls of the town.

These drawings attracted the
attention of the town mayor, who
helped Aivazovsky enter the
Simferopot Gymnasium, and in
1833, the St. Petersburg Academy
of Arts, from where he graduated
with a gold medal. Afterwards, he
went on to Italy to continue his
studies and returned to his native
land, attheage of 25, as aninter-
nationally acclaimed seascape
painter. He was also elected a
member to five European Acad-
emies and was awarded the medal
of the French legion of Honor.

Aivazovsky's creative world de-
picts aspects of Armenian culture,
which leads to conclude thatitis
impossible to separate his art from
his native people. Thus, he has re~
vealed, in his best seascapes (and
in alegacy of 6000), his inner self
through the spirit of the times, his ideals of
humanism, and the love of freedom.

Aivazovsky made his mark in contem-
porary art through his own rules and his
own world view; he has remained true, to
both his academic background and his ro~
manticinclinations. His expressive language
was in complete harmony
with the techniques he used.
He knew the sea ever since
he was a young boy, had
loved it passionately, and
had known the secrets of its
movements. It was his
memory, together with his
imagination, that were re~
sponsible for his best works.
Instead of merely reproduc-
ing the sea, Aivazovsky tells
us its fables and thus makes
a symbolic statement.

Aivazovsky used the magical aspect of
light to help him make contact with the
dreamlike quality of his art. The perspec-
tive viewer will observe that, while paint-
ing the waves, clouds or skycap, the artist’s
emphasis is on light. The concept of light
was all important to him; it represented
the eternal symbol for life, hope, and faith.

The freedom loving of Aivazovskywas
as much an expression of the times as it
was areflection of the destiny of his people.
Inspired by the Greek movement of libera-
tion, he produced paintings depicting that
struggle, and wished for a similar fate for
the Armenians.

In 1895, when Suitan Abdul Hamid or-
dered the series of massacres, which
claimed the lives of hundreds of thousands
of Armenians and the destruction of nu-
merous Armenian cultural monuments,
Aivazovskywas shocked. Consequently, he
threwinto the sea, the medal that the Sul-
tan had given himyears before. He painted
and exhibited canvases depicting the mas-
sacre. lt was with pain and grief that he
painted his last canvas “The Explosion of
the Turkish Ship,” which he could not fin-
ish. The date was May 2nd, 1900.

Aivazovskywas one of the Armenian art-
ists who received his education in European
and Russian schools, and thus was able to
introduce new concepts into our national
artand paved the road for future Arme-
nian artists.
